crops Living plants grown by farmers, who then sell it.

allotment
Small plot of land that people rent.  They often 

grow their own food on it.

farm
An area of land and its buildings, used for 

growing crops and rearing animals.

farming
A type of work where people grow crops/or 

raise animals on a piece of land called a farm.

Key A little box of information found at the bottom 

of a map.

Symbol Small picture to show an important landmark, 

place or area on a map.

An organisation that creates maps of Great 

Britain

A long trip from one place to another.

Satellite 

image
Images of the Earth taken from satellites that 

are orbiting our planet.

direction
The position that someone or something moves 

to or faces.

continent
A continent is a large area of land.  There are 7 

continents.

oceans
An ocean is a large area of water.  There are 5 

oceans.

countryside

Land not in towns, cities, or industrial areas, that 

is either used for farming or left in its natural 

condition

food
Anything that contains nutrients and is eaten so 

that we can grow, stay healthy and alive.
